Did you know that a first-class, hands-on Creation Science Museum is located just a few
hours away from Slidell? SCHEF has booked a tour of this museum for Friday, April 11™. our
tour begins at 1:30 p.m. and lasts until 5:00 p.m. We will meet behind the Cracker Barrel
Restaurant near Wal-Mart at 8:45 a.m. We will have a picnic lunch on the museum grounds
before the tour. The school-group tour price for the museum is $5 per person, a $2 discount per
ticket. The tours are led by college students who are majoring in science. My family (Eloise) has
visited the museum twice, and we have found the tour guides to be GREAT with children. The
tour takes you to different hands-on stations, both inside and outside on the museum grounds,
which combine a scientific principle with a scriptural truth. The emphasis of the tour is to
demonstrate the evidence in nature that points to a Creator God. This tour is geared toward the
entire family, teens included!

Tent sites are available for $12.00 per day for military personnel and $13.50 per day for civilians.
Cabins are available for $30 a day (military rate) and $35 a day (civilian rate). This recreation
area is located on Perdido Bay and offers mountain bike trails, miniature golf, tennis, and canoe
rentals.

SCHEF Standardized Testing

For those families that registered to take the lowa
Standardized test with SCHEF, the test dates are Mon. April
21-Wed. April 23, from 8:30 A.M. to Noon at First Baptist
Church Slidell. Please have your child(ren) bring two #2 pencils with erasers and a
snack/drink. The students will be taking 3-4 subtests each day. The timed subtests last from 25-
45 min. each. Each student needs to bring a book to read when he/she has finished the test.
Please emphasize to your child the importance of maintaining a quiet test-taking
environment so each child can do his/her best. Eloise Hill will collect the completed tests and
ship them back to Bob Jones for electronic scoring. All scored tests will then be sent to her and
may be picked up by each family.

We will be using the
classrooms on the hall located at the second entrance to the church (the one closest to Eden
Isles.) Please call Eloise at 985-781-8543 to sign up to be a tester’s assistant on one of the three
test days. Also, please bring $3.50 per test ordered by your family to pay the tax charged
by Bob Jones. (Eloise forgot to include this in the original cost of the tests.)

We cannot accept any new
students. Tests have been ordered and received by SCHEF. If you did not sign up with SCHEF,
but would still like your child to be tested, the Homeschool Cottage offers a testing service.
