Standardized Testing  

 

 SCHEF would like to provide standardized testing for its members again this year, but we 

need a Test Coordinator who will oversee the testing, which means she will be available to test a 

group of students as well as making certain the overall testing process goes smoothly. As 

Academic Coordinator, Eloise Hill will order the Iowa Test from Bob Jones, secure the test site, 

and organize the daily test schedule.  However, she will not be testing her children with the 

SCHEF group. The Test Coordinator and individual grade testers need to be qualified test 

administrators with Bob Jones University Press. (You can go online to their website at 

www.bjupress.com to find out the qualifications for a test administrator.)  

 The tests are given in early May. If you can help SCHEF by being the Test 

Coordinator or a test administrator, and/or you are interested in testing your children, 

please call Eloise at (985)-781-8543 by Jan. 31
th
.  Tests cost around $45 per student and need to 

be ordered in February to ensure timely arrival for the scheduled test dates.  If you are enrolled as 

home study, you are required to send some proof of test scores to the state. You may test your 

own children at home using the Iowa Test this year, but if you prefer a group setting, this 

would provide the opportunity you need to collect test scores.  If you have any questions, call 

Eloise Hill. As of this release of this newsletter, only one family has indicated a desire to test 

with SCHEF.  We cannot offer this service without volunteer testers.

great idea for you!  Barry Stebbing, creator of How Great Thou Art Publications 
(www.howgreatthouart.com), will be in our area in March giving art classes in Covington.  He is 
willing to do a 3-day art class for us in Slidell, too.  He and his wife have travelled around the 
country for 21 years giving beginning drawing and painting classes to homeschoolers.  The 
classes would teach drawing, painting, art appreciation, and new techniques in colored markers 
and colored pencils.  We have tentatively scheduled these classes for Thursday, Friday, and 
Saturday, March 13 �t 15.  Each class is 2-½ hours long.  We have to decide on morning (9:00 �t 
11:30 a.m. OR afternoon 1:00 �t 3:30 p.m.) The tuition for the class will be approximately $25 
per child (for all 3 days).  We may have to add a $5 per family for janitorial services.  However, 
we need to find a facility large enough to house this class -- for approximately 80 �t 100 
students.  One of our members took this class about 9 years ago when he was here and said it 
was wonderful.  If you would like to participate in this, please e-mail Leah Cheshire at 
cheshirev@charter.net or call her at 985-645-0114 and let her know.  We need to get a tentative 
headcount by January 31.  We will open this to all local homeschoolers, too.  Also, if you know 
of a facility we could use (maybe your church) for the entire 3 days, please let Leah know.  So e-
mail or call Leah with the number of students, your preference for morning or afternoon, and if 
you know of a facility we can use.  We will need plenty of volunteers to help out at these classes 
as well.
